Received your letter of Februery 17th, and was glad
to hear from you.  In answer to the various items mentioned
will say thet I have done some minor checking of the records
on the Kacisers in this County, and on A-M. Shook & his family.

I do not find 2ny deeds to or from
parties by the name of Kaeiser, or similar sounding names, but
Ido find a records of "2 surviys made by parties nemed "Kaeiser™
out near the faormers market at Thomas. Strangely enough I do
not find any dedds however. I also looked at the white
marriage record of this County from Civil War days up to around
1900, #nd I do not find any Kasiser marriages, or any similarly
spelied named in ‘e marriage records. I cant help but believe
that the Kaeisers perhaps went elsewhere, probably o North
labama .

I had a Few minutes at the Library today, and I checked
Penn. 1790 census records, and found "Andrew Kiser", shown on
poge 86, and in Cumbsrland County, Penn. 1 male over 16, 1 male
under 16, 2 fsmales.

\ My notes show that "Marriage Licenses, Lawrence County,
Alabama 1828-1841" DAR Stephens Chapter, shows thet Andrew
Kaeiger was married to Eliza L.Trotter on February 4, 182€.

in Virginia. (Va. S 5651. It could be that this was the
father of Dr. Andrew.

I dont think we have yet found the key to the situatiom,
but I am convinced that Margaret R. was the sister or niece
of George Bakerts wife Mary, of Tuscslooss County. Very likely
$he was ® younger sister.

I looked in the 1870 Census of Walker County tryingto
find some record of Richard Jones or his family.  Of course
these records on microfilm ere very dim, and difficult to read,
but I did not find enything at all remobely resembling the
nazes. I wonder if small pox didnt sort of clean out the family,
but funt Josephine's name should have shown there.

Francis M. Jones, the son of Richard & Nancy Ann was

T believe the last mentioned deed record, as well as
the deed record in Winston to the Shooks might #ive us Some
valuable infor tiom. The hext time I am at Jasper, I am
golng to lcok furtier into the deed records, and estate
records.

I am enclosing herewith the data on the Ceorge Harvey
Baker family, which you asked about. I think that Uncle
Tip's name was William Harvey Harrison Baker, and that was
also told me at Tusczloosa.

There was a big movement among the Irish who settled
in Penn. to the Waxhaw settlement near Charlotte N.C. and I
am convinced that our Bakers & Bobinsons may have come d own
there around the beginning of the Rev.

Incidentally, I have found out that the court house
at Carrolton, Pickins County, was destroyed in 1870 and a}l
records burned. It therefore appears tiat about the only
records I can check there on Richard Jones would be in the
land grant books. I will get to this before so very long.

I have undertaken to contact some of our G.A. Baker
relatives_at Amarillo, Texas, but have not received any
reply. I believe I will have this data before long.

I will venture to say that Margaret was buried at
Decatur. I did not find any Robertsons living near her, and
in fact found only a fewn"Robinsons" in the county. Since
she was only 52 in 1870, it is likely that she was 3till living
in 1880. As I -uque it, Margaret would have been too young
to be a younger sister of George Baker's wife Mary, for Great
Grandpa Francis Richard was born in 1804, and Margaret was
born in 1818 according to the Census. Possibly she was a
niece of Mary Robertson Baker. What do you think.

Ruby and I have been away on 3 short vacation
for the past week, and I found your letter on my return
yesterday. Glad to hear from you again, and to note the
progress on our common indeavor.

Regarding Dr. William Baker, April 23, 1831-
Dec.1868, from Inactives - Salem Baptist Church, I do mot
believe this is our relative. According to my information
obtained from "A Registry of the Officers and Students of
the Universitynof Alabama 1831-1901", by Thomas Waverly
Palmer, Willism Henry Baker, son of Jacob H.Baker and wife
was born A S 36. His parents were married in this
countymon tober 2 1 William entered the University
in 1856 as a Sophromore, ind withdrew the ssme year, He

was the oldest child. Richard Emmette Baker
borp July 13, 1838. He hal‘n%alred the University in 1856, and
thdrew 1861 at the outbreak of the war.

My information is that the Jacob Baker family
moved fromfiuhama settlement here to near Calera, in Shelby
County, where a son, -- I think it was William, was engaged
in the medical practice.

I believe that Prof. Jacob Baker was a member of
Farrih Ledge of the Masonic Order, at Elyton, and am tryihg
to get some data on this.

About three weeks ago, Johr Burton and Idere up
at Jasper, snd we had lunch with Pervy Dodd (former’U.S.Marhmall
and Monroe Addison.
