He was furloughed home, said to be suffering from
"swamp Feva™, evidently intended as malaria, but it developed
that he had smallpox, His conditioned worsened, and the small=-
pox settled in his eyes, quickly blining him, Waited on by
people who had recovered from the desease, he died and was
turied by the side of his house on Blackwater, some six miles
from Jasper, Alabama, Later, the stacked log house he lived
in was torm down and moved about a fourth mile away, where it
still stands, and is occupied as a home hy some members of
the Jones family. His wife and two children had the smallpox
and recovered. The place where Alford N. Baker is buried
later became "Old Jones Cemetery", The slab rock tent like
cover over his grave, and the headstone was erected by his
Father Francis Richard Baker, and the engraving on the marker
was made with a file, Y his father, He married Sarah
Elizabeth Roberts.
