Sincerely yours, D. A. Davis (5) Description of Stalag 11-B: Stalag llI-B is located
at Furstenberg, in the same military region as Berlin, but far enough away to be in no danger
from bombs. The camp, a very large hut camp, is situated in a prime forest, with sand
underfoot. There is much space between huts. Sunshine penetrates everywhere. One large hut
is divided into two parts, half being used for a general meeting room and concert hall and the
other halif for a chapel. There is an orchestra, chorus, theactrical group and sports group in
camp. This camp is the centre for many working partles. One report states that in one of the
work groups, there is an orchestra of 12 pieces, a camp theatre and a sports group. As in the
case with most camps in Germany, the occupants belong to varlous natlons, Yugoslavs,
Russians, French and Americans are reported as being there.

1942: Res. Lazarett 102, Sprenberg: This hospital has been installed in a former Youth Hotel.
It is mostly occupied by French and Russian prisoners, but there are also a few Yugoslavs. The
Chief Doctor, Dr. Dosar, accompanied me in my visit of the wards and my conversation with
the Serbian prisoners. The senior prisoner is Pawnovic, No. 17053. He speaks English, and
serves as interpreter and hospital orderly. The Serbian patients mostly come from the men's
camps HI-B and [li-C. Both in the hospital and in the above mentioned camps, there are
several invalids awating repatriation. The senior prisoner is a tanner in civilian occupation, the
rest are agricultures. All of them with the exception of one get regularly news from home. |
have noted the name and address of the relatives of this one prisoner and shall try to re-
establish his communications with them through the intermediary of the Red Cross.
