It is believed that the original Samuel Holllyman was born about 1680 In Isle of Wight Co., VA.  Samuel moved to Edgecombe Co., NC where he lived out his life.  His wife, from papers in records, was named Elizabeth.  It is unknown when he married, or what his wife's last name was.  Samuel had several children, one named Isham, and another named David, it is strongly believed.  Isham married in 1799 to a widow, and he died about 1811.  Isham was also executor of his brother David's estate in about 1783.  David had several children, and, of course, one named David.  These lived around Wilkes Co., GA.

 A mention of one Richard Hollyman, who married Magaret House before 1700 in Isle of Wight Co., VA.  This Richard had a son named Samuel before he died about 1710 in IOW.

It is believed that this Samuel was married to Martha McGlohon.   The had a son also named Samuel, who married Christine.  Children named Samuel and David lived with other Hollyman families in Wilkes Co., GA or along the border of NC and Virginia.  Tax records of those areas in the late 1780's has a Samuel listed on those records, single at age 79 years.  This is believed to be the son of Richard Hollyman.  Tax records are a good place to find people who are living very close to one another, who may be related.  These comments are for your eyes, but, you should check the records to be doubly sure.
