Cushman suggests that Sarah of Dr. Neale’s will is Sarah, daughter of
Thomas Marsh II.  With her birth date now shown to be 1666, she was,
of course, ""under 16 " in 1672, just as Dr. Neale says. But there is still
the puzzle of Sarah Marsh who died in 1688, aged 10 years, 2 months
and 18 days. (Md. Hist. Soc. T. H. Vol. 4, p. 166.)

Needless to say, 1 very greatly appreciate the response my article has
aroused. It was written in 1932, but published in 1940, The review of it
in the light of the comments received has renewed my own joy in working
it out in the first place.

MERRYMAN FAMILY.

FRANCIS B. CULVER.

In the history of Baltimore County, the Merryman family
deserves honorable mention. Onec branch of this family, in
the early part of the Eighteenth Century, was scated to the
northward of Baltimore Town upon the estate known as
“Clover Hill” The entrance to this property was the old
“ Merryman’s Lane,” but recently changed to the more fash-
ionable “ University Parkway.”

Another braneh of the Merryman family, a gencration later,
settled near the village of Hereford, in Baltimore County, and
became known as the Merrymans of “ Iereford Farm,” while
a century later, the Merrymans of “Ilayficlds” established
themsclves near Cockeysville, in the same county. Al of these
branches aro derived from one common ancestor, who came
up from Lancaster County, Virginia, and purchased land in

208
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the northern part of Patapsco Hundred, in Baltimore County.

There were Merrymans in Virginia as early as 1635, James
Merriman patented 150 acres, in the county of Charles City,
adjoining Weyanoke: “ due 50 acres for his own personal ad-
venture, 50 for the personal adventure of his wife Sarah, and
50 for one servant, William Bird,” 6 November, 1635 (Va.
Hist. Mag., 1v, T7). Tn a list of passengers to be transported
to Virginia, in the ship “ George,” John Severne, Master, sail-
ing from Gravesend, 21 August, 1635, we find the name of
Sara Merriman, aged 20 years (Iotten, page 125). We are
informed that the 150 acres aforesaid, patented to James Mer-
yyman in 1635, adjoined the land of one Pierce Lennon (Wm.
and Mary QUy., 1%, 228).

On 20 Dee,, 1643, a patent was issucd to James Merryman
for 100 acres, in Charles City County, called by the name of
Martin Brandon, © Opposite against Weyanoake * (ibid., 233).
And on 80 April, 1647, there is a reference to an assignment
of 100 acres of land in Deep Creek, Warwick County, “ part
of 1000 acres patented by James Merryman and assigned by
Mr. Merryman ” (Va. Hist. Mag., X1v, 424).

The county of Anne Arundell, in the Province of Maryland,
was crected in 1650, and among the “ associate judges” of the
Jounty Court, presided over by Commander the Hon. Edward
Tloyd, appears the name of James Merryman, commissioned
30 July, 1650, The other Associate Judges were George Pud-
dington, Matthew Hawkins and Henry Catlin (Wm. and Mary
Qtly., v, 49):

< Jumes Merryman in 1662 assigned his certificate for 500
acres to John Browne of New England. Ile left no will or
other records” (Warfield’s Founders of A. A. County).

Contemporancously with James Merryman in Virginia, ap-
pears the name of John Merryman, who, on 10 May, 1638,
patented 150 acres of land in Charles City County, “ adjoining
to Weyanoke and also adjoining to land of Perce Lennon”
W and Mary Qtly., 1%, 280).  What rclationship the lattor
bore to James Merryman we do not know certainly, but it is
probable that they were brothers.  What relationship (if any)
lic bore to the John Merryman of whom we shall next speak,
we are unable to determine,

Joun Mereyaax, the inmediate ancestor of the Merrymans
of Baltimore County, came to Virginia prior to 1650. In
the year 1649, the arvival of his wife, Audrey, is recorded
thus:  * Audrey Merryman 1649, by John Merriman,

THE FAMILY OF COLONEL JAMES RIGBIE*
By HeENRY CHANDLEE FORMAN

The name of Rigbie was familiar in many a Maryland house-
hold a little over a century ago, but is now almost unknown. A
short genealogical sketch of this family is given below.?

The Rigbie family of England lived chiefly in Lancashire at
Burgh and Layton, at Middleton Hall, at Hartoke Hall and at
Preston Wigan. The name had various spellings, such as Rigby,
Rigbey, Rigbye, Rigbee. Since the records of the Parish Church of
Wigan, Lancashire, possess the names of many persons by the name
of James Rigby from 1580 onwards, it is possible, but of course by
no means probable, that this was the branch of the family to which
James Rigbie of Maryland belonged. Burke gives the arms of
Rigby of Wigan as, Argent, on a cross patonce sable, five mullets,
pierced, or, and Fairbairn gives the crest as, An antelope’s head
erased or, guttée-de-sang.

1. James' RiGBiE and his wife Katherine Ceely came to Mary-
land in 1659, and for his services to Maryland he received the
patent the same year for ** Rigby,” one hundred and twenty-five
acres in Arundel County situated on the north side of Severn River
and on the south side of Broad Creck (Annapolis, Liber 2, folio
213; Liber 4, folio 484; Liber 5, folio 53; Liber 6, folio 15). He
also owned “ Persimon Point,” four hundred acres in Baltimore
County patented to him in 1659; eighteen hundred acres on Kent
Island; “Rigby's Marsh,” three hundred acres in Talbot County
patented to him in 1664; and ** Cabin Neck,” forty-three acres in
the same county in 1669. In 1681 he died at **about " the age of
fifty. In his will, dated 8 November 1680 and proved 30 April

*There were other Rigl in Maryland who were not connccted with the
family of Coloncl James Righic, as far as is known. The earliest Rigbie in Mary-
Jand was probably “the Reverend Roger Rigbie, of the Roman Catholic mission in
Maryland, 1640 (Md. Hist. Mag., 1, 307). In Talbot County Arthur Righy mar-
ried before 1677 Ellinor (Morris) Orem (d. 1743), widow of Andrew Orem, and
had Arthur Rigl 11, who died in 1767. By his wife Mary LeCompte Atthur
Rigbie I1 had Philip Rigbie, Moses Rigbie, Jonathan Rigbic, Elizabeth Rigbie and
Eleanore Righie, In Calvert County John Rigbic (d. 1754) married Catherine,
daughter of Williim Gray, and left issuc. In Somersct County Lewis Rigbie
wmarried before 1733 Elizabeth, daughter of Peter Elzey.
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V. Susannah ® Rigbie, born 2 March 1751, died May 1826
(Nottingham Records). She married 8 October 1784
Joseph Brinton, of Lancaster County, Penna. (Bel Air,
Deed, 11 May 1805; Deer Creck Marriages).

VI. Mary ® Rigbie, born 15 October 1755, died January 1756
(Nottingham Records).

VIL James® Rigbie, Jr., born 27 December 1756 (Nottingham
Records). His father's will (1788) left him the sawmill
with twelve acres adjoining. In 1786 he bought a negro
and was disowned by the Deer Creck Friends’ Meeting.
In 1796 he held a patent for twelve acres called ** Rigbies

Saw Mill " in Harford County (Annapolis, Liber IC#K,
folio 675).

The children of James* Rigbie, and his second wife, Sarah
Massey, were:

VIIL Massey ® Rigbie, born 7 July 1762; died 16 March 1767
(Deer Creek Records). Another(?) Massey Rigbic ap-
pears to have signed the marriage certificate of Susannah
Rigbie and Joseph Brinton in 1784.

IX. Ann® Rigbie, born 12 February 1764. She married 3
October 1783 Aquilla Massey, son of Jonathan and
Cassandra Massey (Deer Creek Records; Bel Air, Deed,
11 May 1805). Under terms of her father's will, she
received two hundred pounds sterling, two beds and two

Records). She was not mentioned in her father's will
(1788) and in the deed (1805) above.

THE ROCKHOLDS OF EARLY MARYLAND.

Tobert Rockhold, seated upon 250 acres of land in Nanse-
mund County, Virginia, hefore the 3rd of November, 1647,
came into Maryland about 1619, and with Richard annult’
John Lordking, William Pell, and others, settled in TO\V!)(;
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Neck,” f Anne Arundel Coupty, where for mutual security
they tool 5o land, to the intent they might seat
close together. (C. P., £. 174, 203). (Founders, £.9).

Tn August of 1651, Robert Rockhold and John Scotcher, also
from Virginia, were granted 400 acres of land in Calvert
County, on top of the Cliffts, the former Laving transported
himself, bis wife Sarab, and his two sons Robert and Thomas
into the province to inhabit. This land was lsid out for
Robert Rockhiold of Annc Arundel County, gunsmith, and John
Scoteher, cooper, on the west sido of tho Chesapenke Bay
adjoining the land of William Parker. (P. B. 4, £.94.)

The conncetion existing betweon the two, does not appear.
Tho latter died in 1659, his estato being administered upon
by his widow Rose Scotcher. His inventory included a silver
cup, silver dram oup, and a dozen silver spoons. (Test. Pro. 1%,
1. 56, 64.)

In September of 1659, the above 400 acres was surveyed
for Robert and John Rockhold, sons of the first named Robert
Rockold, and called  Rockhould,” and in 1672, was resur-
veyed for them, as the boundary trees had fallen down. (P B.
16, £. 608).

Tt is assumed that Robert Rockhould, Sv. (the name so
spelled after their coming into Maryland), died before July
the 30th, 1666, at which time 90 acres of land on Scotcher’s
Creek, bounded south by Fullers, was laid out for John Rock-
hould, of Anne Arundel County, orphan, and was the land
upon which he was then living. This land about 1706, was
assigned by Thomas Rockhold, son and heir of John Rock-
hold, to Thomas Homewood. Tho tract was “Rich Neck”
(P.B.10, £.235) (A. A. Rent Rolls.) ;

Bdward Tockhould, probubly the son of Robert Rockhold,
Jr, married in 1699, Mary, widow of John Nelson of Charles
County, while Anne Rockhould, sister of John Rockhold, max-
ried Stephen White, who dicd in 1676, leaving a son by the
sumo nume.  Sho_murried second, Willimm Hawking, Thoir
son William Tawking, Jx, was remembered by John Rodk:
—fould in his will of 1698, (Test. Pro. 17, £:808.) (Wills)
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It is suggested, but not proved, that John Rockhould mar-
ried Mary, the daughter of Lawrence Richardson, whose will
of 1666, names his sons, John, Thomas, Lawrence, and his
daughters, Sarah, Elizabeth, Mary, to whom he leaves some
of his stock, called Violett, Mayflower, etc., whilo to his two
young sons e leaves 280 acres of Upper Taunton, maybe tho
name of the tract taken from Taunton, Somerset, England,
for in 1653, Elizabeth Smith, of Taunton, Somerset, in her
will designates her kinswoman Elizabeth Richardson, then re-
siding with her, as the wife of Lawrence Richardson, of Taun-
ton. (Gleanings in Eng.)

Lawrence Richardson, Jr., made over his interest in the
above-named tract to Joshua Dorsey, husband of his sister
Sarah Richardson, while the remaining 120 acres was possessed
by John Young, for Rockhold’s heirs, this land in John Young’s
possession being mentioned in the will of Mary Rockhould in
1703, (Deeds, Ront Rolls.) (Warfield’s Founders, £. 59.)

Nothing has been found to indicate that John Rocklould
possessed land through his wife Mary, but 200 acres of Rich-
ardson’s Folly, surveyed 1661 for Lawrence Richardson, was
possessed 100 acres by Thomas Bland, 100 acres by John Rock-
hold. Richardson’s Levell, 207 acres, John Rockhold bought
from Thomas Richardson, and ke later bought Burntwood Com-
mon. (Deeds, Rent Rolls.)

Other lands too, were taken up by him, and from a warrant
of 583 acres granted him, 243 acres were surveyed into Rock-
hould’s Purchase, on the north side of Curtis Creek, and 186
acres into Rockhould’s Search, on the south side of the Patapsco
River.

Both John Rockhould and his wife Mary were persons of
education, their signatures written.  In 1667 a warrant for
100 acres of land was granted John Rockhould, which warrant
in 1669, he made over to William Iopkins, writing on the back
of the warrant: “T John Rockhould do convey and make over
to Willimu Hopkins all my right to the within named warrant
of land. - Wit. Samson Waring, (P. B. 12, £. 358.)

Signed, John Rockhould.”
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In 1684, Henry Hemslay of Anne Arundel County, gent,
assigned to John Rockhould, gent, Rockhould’s Range, on the
north side of the Patapsco River on Rich Creck. (Liber 22,
£.9.

N)o positions of State seem to have been held by John Rock-
hould, but he appraised, with Thomas Blackwell and Henry
Sewell, a number of estates, went security, and witnessed wills.
He was closely allied with the Dorseys and the Howards, was
& witness for Edward Dorsey in his sutt against Thomas Bland
and Damaris, his wife, and with John Rockhould, Jr., and
Thons Blackwell, witnessed the will of Joshua Dorscy in
1687. ———

Thomas Blackwell married Sarah (Richardson), the widow
of Joshua Dorsey, and in his will of 1700 names his wife
Sarah, her son Jolin Dorsey, and Mary Rockhold.

John Rockhould and Thomas Blackwell appraised the estate
of Joln Howard Sr., while in 1698, Thomas Blackwell and
Joln Toward appraised the estate of John Rockhould.

Tetters of Administration were granted Mary Rockhould on
the estate of Joln Rocklould, as is noted, “ Came Mary Rock-
hould, relict and administratrix of the last will of John Rock-
hould late of A. A. Co. deceased.” The said Mary with John
Howard and Lancelott Todd, were executors.  Philip Howard

swore the appraisers, John Howard, Jr., and Thomas Blackwell.

The will of John Rockhould, made Feb. 1698, fails to
mention his daughters, and John, Jr., living in 1687, is prob-
ably dead, and is not mentioned.

To son Thomas and heirs “Rockhould’s Purchase” on Cur-
tis Creck, Baltimore County, son Charles and heirs 207 acres
of “Richardsow’s Levell” on Saltpetre  Creck, Baltimore
County, son Jacob and hcirs 180 acres of ‘“Rockhould’s
Scareli” on south side of the Patapsco River. To wife Mary,
extrx,, dwelling, plantation and “Burntwood Common ” during
life; to revert to son Jacob at her decease. To two cousins
(nephews) Stephen White and William Lawkins, Jr., per-
sonalty. Sons desired mot to scll land until reaching age of
