1t is likely that from either the foregoing John or William Hilleary,
sons of Thomas Hilleary, Jr. and Eleanor Young (both of whom re-
moved from Prince George’s County.) derives Mr. W. R. Hilleary of
Overbrook Road, Philadelphia, Pa., who has long been active in research
concerning the family.

HENRY HILLEARY, Planter, youngest son of Thomas Hilleary,
Jr., and Eleanor his wife, was born February 15, 1726 (Q.A.RR.) at :

He married, December 1, 1751 (Ibid) Cassandra Magruder, daugh- ]
ter of John Magruder of Dunblane and his wife Susanna Smith of
Nathan Smith of Calvert County, whose wife was Elizabeth Coale
daughter of William Coale and Elizabeth Thomas.
Henry Hilleary owned several tracts of land; one, Chance, 106 acres,
which he and his wife conveyed in his lifetime. This was devised to
Cassandra Hilleary by her father John Magruder in his will (D.D.
350 Marl.). From him she received also John Harbin’s bond for 3,000
pounds of tobacco, due for 200 acres of Three Brothers. Failing pay-
ment of the bond, Cassandra was to have the land.

Thomas Sprigg, Gentleman, 1630-1704, arrived about 1655, prob-
ably from Northamptonshire, England. January 18, 1658, patent was
issued to him for transporting to Maryland, Catherine his wife and five
other persons; the tract of 600 acres was called Sprigley in Chester
River (L.O. Annap.). He had also Kettering and Northampton,
Prince George’s County (Day Star. Davis. 265). He lived on or near
Resurrection Manor in Calvert County, district now included in Prince
George’s County.

Thomas Sprigg was twice married: (1), wife Catherine was living
in 1661. (Deed. Prov. C. R. Lib. B.B. 176). It is thought that Catherine
Sprigg was born Catherine Stone. She seems to have died without issue.
(C.J.). Thomas Sprigg married (2), Eleanor, daughter of John Nuthall
(Axchv. V. 34). She was living in 1696.

Thomas Sprigg was a Justice of Calvert County; member of the
Quorum in 1658-61-67-69-70 and 1674 (Archv. iii. 424; V. 14, 61; XV,
37; Lib. S. 54; Lib. C.D. 412). Commissioned High Sheriff of Calvert
County, 1 April, 1664 and held office until May 4, 1665. (Archv. iii,
490, 491, 520).

Sprigg, dated May 8, 1747, in which year Sprigg leases the estate to Elizabeth

George's County. Dr. Pile devised his dwelling place, Major’s Lott, to

Wife Mary and son-in-law, Edward Sprigg, executors.

OSBORN SPRIGG (of Thomas of Thomas) was bom probably in
1707. In February, 1722 he received from his father a gift of parts of
Northampton, Kettering, Brooke Grove and Addition to Kettering
but of which he was not to have possession until after the death of his
mother, Mrs. Margaret Sprigg. (1, 368. L.O.M.). Osborn Sprigg repre-
sented Prince George’s County in the Assembly, 1739-40 (H.J.) and
was High Sheriff of the County from 18 September, 1747 until his
death. His death notice appears in the Maryland Gazette of January
10, 1750. Osborn Sprigg was twice married: (1) Elizabeth, who died
1726/7 leaving an infant daughter Margaret, b. 20 March 1726/7
(Q. A. P. Reg.). He married (2), Rachel, born 13 December, 1711,
daughter of Colonel Joseph Belt, 11 July, 1727, by Reverend Jacob
Henderson (16:d.).
