“Northampton” came to Governor Sprigg from
his uncle, Osborne Sprigg, Jr. e

Governor Sprigg married Violetta Lansdale, first cousin of
Catharine (Lansdale) Bowie, wife of Robert William Bowie (ofj
Governor Robert); these were heirs of General Isaac Lansdale, off
the Revolution, a wealthy planter.

Governor Sprigg’s only son was Osborne Sprigg.

Governor Sprigg was elected in 1819, during a campaign off
extreme partisan excitement, in which the Democrats gained a sligh
majority on joint ballot. Proscription was the watchword throughouts
the State, and many changes were made. Governor Sprigg W
aided by a new Council composed of Democrats, and the first attem
to revolutionize existing inequalities was the attempted alteration
the election of Governor, providing for an election by the peopl
The Federalists bitterly opposed it, declaring it would throw thewholes
government of the State into the power of Baltimore City, with if
one-third foreign vote.

Criticism of President Madison’s conduct of the war gave th
Federalists considerable power in the State, but the Democrats we
victorious at the next election and re-elected Governor Sprigg in 18:
by fifty-seven votes, which was made unanimous. President Mo
again received the electoral vote of Maryland in 1820. The ens!
election of Governor in 1821 resulted in honoring Governor Sp:
for the third time. Governor Sprigg was, later, a strong support
of the internal improvements and was a member of the Canal Bo
in which he presided as president.
