“ Roger de Courcil, being of those who accompanied William,
Duke of Normandy, in his invasion of this realm, A. D. 1066,
bad, in reward of his services, divers lands in Somersetshire,
Dorsetshire and Devonshire (as appears by Domesday Book),
among which was the Lordship of Churehill, in the County of
Somerset, the place of his abode and from whick he took his
surname, being written in the old records Curichil, Cheuchill,
Chirchil, ete.”

He marriod Gertrude, daughter of Sir Guy de Torbay, and
by her had—John de Chirchil, who married Joan de Kilring-
ton, and by her had Sir Bartholomexw de Chirchil who held the
castle of Bristol for King Stephen.

He married Agnes, daughter of Sir Ralph FitzRalph, Lord
of Tiverton, Devon, and had Pagan de Cherchill, who also
left a son—Roger de Cherchill, living in the time of Edward L.
His Son was Elias de Cherchelle. He married Dorothy,
daughter of the ancient family of the Columbers, and by her
had three sons; viz:

Tn the Proceedings of April-May, 1669, out of the assess-
ments of the Province charged to the several counties, there
were due to Anthony LeCompte, as of Talbot county, 2022
Ibs. of tobacco (4b.

On 6 May, 1669, Anthony LeCompte was appointed a
Justice of Dorchester County, which office he held until
1671 (Md. Arch. v, 52-53: Liber C-D, 431).

The will of Anthony T.cCompte, of Dorchester County,
Maryland, was made 9 September 1673, and filed 25
October 1673 (Annapolis, Wills 1, 562). TTe leaves to his
eldest son, John Le Compte, all his “ land on the other side
of the creek, south from my house, with 50 acres T bought
of Wm. Willoughby ”: all the remainder of his lands,
equally, to his sons Moses, Philip and Anthony LeCompte:
to his eldest daughter Hester Le Compte, 8 cows: to Nicho-
las Trippe, one cow: and appoints his wife Hester Le
Compte sole executrix. The will was witnessed by Jacob
Seth, Jno. Snookes and Margaret Bryant.

Anthony Le Compte married 11 July 1661, in London,
England, Esther Dottando (or, Dotlando). She was a
native of Dieppe, in Normandy, France. The marriage
record is given in the register of St. Helen’s, Bishopsgate,
Tondon, as follows: “ Anthony LeCompte of the_parishe
of Macke neere Callis in France & Esther Dottando of
Deepe in France weare mared,” 11 July, 1661.

William Murdock, his heir at law (only son?). Williwn Mur-
dock was born in Prince George's County, Md., in 1710 or
thereabouts. In & deposition taken in 1744 ho gave his age as
forty-four. (Chancery Record, I R. No. 4, p. 564) He died
October 17, 1769, at his seat near Queen Annes, Prince
George's County.  Obituaries appeared in the Annapolis
Gazette and in the Gentleman’s Magazine, London. According
to a * debt-book ” of Price George’s County, bearing date 1753,
Mr. Murdock was then in possession of 2662 acres of land in
the county, including the whole of “ Padworth Farm.”  William
Murdock was Iligh Sheriff of Prince George’s County in 1740.
1lo served us u burgess for that county from 1749 until his
death in 1769.

Wiszaas Moroook married (1st) Anne Addison, daughter
of Colonel John Addison of “Oxon TTill,” Prince Georges
County. Mrs. Murdock died October 25, 1753. William
Murdock married (2nd) January 1, 1757, Margaret Dulany,
widow of Dr. Alexander Hamilton, of Annapolis, and daughter
of Daniel Dulany the younger (Cary Papers, folder 68).

Tradition seems to be positive in asserting that the Reverend
Grorar Munpock and Captain John Murdock were very closely

son of the latter. If this be true, George Murdock was not the
child of Katherine Barton, but of an earlier wife. Mr. Cary
records the tradition that George Murdock was ninety years
old when he died.. This tradition is probably erroneous, be-
cause, if true, Mr. Murdock was over fifty years old when he
was ordained. Another argument against the theory that
he was the son of John Murdock is that William Murdock,
because ho fell heir to his father’s land, must have been his
father’s eldest son, but George could not have been younger than
William.

Grorar Murpook was ordpined a deacon in London on
February 20, 1724.
