This is the Brd Sunday, the day you said a protracted meeting
commenced at McGraw's Churche 0, how glad I would be to be there this
evening, but instead of being at church, I am setting down in the
picket line writing., I have just been out to dimer and we had
turnips & soop for dinner and I ahe so much that I can hardly write
tut I recond you can read it. Biddy I havent any news to write for
I wrote you all the news the other day. Things are going on here about
as they have been for a long time. Biddy, you spoke of selling
your bteaves. I wrote to you about that but lest you dont get the
letter I will say to you to kill one of them and save the other til
another year & dont te afraid of them being pressed. If anytody
undertakes to press them be sure to save the hides for I had rather
have the hides than the meat,  Tell Puss I started Jamesletter to
him the other days I heard from him on the 2lst, but I wrote about
him in my letter of that date. He was very bad off, not ahle to get
atouts. Weo had a pretty smart shelling last evening. There was
1 killed in our Regte & 1 wounded. Both belonged to Company "D",

The two men of our Co, that deserted are with us now doing duty., I
want you to be sure to write by every chance to send by hand. I am
Jooking for Ellis & Prater. I hope to get some things from home
when they come, & Need some boots & a coat very bad, Tho we have
wery mice weather for this season, I will close. Give my love

to all relatives & inquiring friends & receive for yourself. Kiss
Fannie and Martha for me. I hope this will find you all well.

Dear Companion: It is through the mercies of kind Providence that I
am again permitted to address ydu.s few lirmes that you may know how

I am. My health is totally good anmd I am unhurt by the Yankees, so I

am doing very well. The boys are all well that you are acquainted
with, I havent heard from Brother James since I wrote you. I have
been looking for a letter from him for several days but I havent got
any yete I hope to get one soon. I am very uneasy about him. I havent
had a letter from you in sometime, I am looking for some of the boyes
in from home but it seams that they are very slow in coming.

Biddy, I havent any news of interest. There has been some
hard fighting on our right and left a few days ago, but did not last long.
We was successful, that is we held our position. The Yankeys made the
attact. We have been expecting them to attact us for several mights
and have been looseing a hedp of sleep but they havent yets I was on
the picket line last might and sat up all night. They dont allow an
officer to sleep one wink on picket. We are so close to the Yanks
that we have them to wach very close. It is about 25 yards from one
line to the other, They ran in on our right the other night and taken
off some of our men, but our men saved as many of thems The boyes has
Just drawn money and they are in a fine jest humor.

November 1, 186k,

Alright this morning. 1 man killed late ye8terday afterncon .

Wiley Thompson of Co "F" ghot through the head, There is 2 men of

our Regt. to te shot for desertion, Both belong to Co. "E"s 1 of
them is to be shot this day week., They are trying to get the other
reprieved, The two of our Company that deserted has to lose 13 months
pay, ride a wooden horse 2 hours every Saturday for 3 months, wear a ball
and chain 3 months and a card of desertion on their backs and forfeit
all claims to a furlow during the war. General Lee remitted the ball
and chain and the card of desertion, The rest of the centence will bte
executed, .

I will closeas I have written all that would interest you.
I hope that this will reach you in due time and find you all well,
Give my respects to all relatives and imquiring friends.

After a delay of about ene month I have arrived at the
conclusion that I ought to write a few lires to let you know how we
are doing here, We are doing almost nothing it rains so much, Had a
very gentle winter, Cows in good condition and worth $20,00 cow and
calfe Fruit is not killed yet. corn is $1.00 yet. Wheat looks fine,
very good for this country. I have my old plade in wheat but one
acre. William, Joe Smith would not/ your colt and I took him in
January. I offered to take $25,00 for him but could mot get it.
Joe ought to be whipped for the way he treated him. The colt had
vermin in his back like you have seen in cows backs,...,what we call
"Wolves", and lice inmmeratle, He was without feed and shelter. I

have trought him safely through ami T find/hé is not deseased, he
will make a very good little poney. I want to sell him tut I do not

intend to sell him for $40,00. I intend for you to have what Joe was

to pay you and I want 10 for taking the nits off him, I do not think
your Corbet note will te worth anykhing, I think I and Ed have agreed
for the bargain to be extended for one year longer and isy the horse gets
well at that time, he is to pay the note. I saw the horse last Saturday.
I do not think his foot will get well at all. He can pull the plow

some and can bae rode some, tit he is lame.  William, 0ld Bet has one

of the nicest stallion colts in this country, He 1s the brag colt of this
settlement. John Burns horse is the siree I hawe collected mone of

the accounts you left with me. Nancey Mize denies part of the account
against her and says it is $3.40 instead of $4.00. I took her note.

0.P. Godfrey has got the loan and I have his note. Bobo says he will pay
his tat I doubt it. He is a bad egg I dare say. Asturry and Tilmon
paid your Motherdls Doctor bill and divided the remainder equally between
themselves. All of us latored with them to get them to fix it up that
way, for it was about to be an ugley thing. William all of your relatives
here are well so far as I kmow, Write often, you and Biddy. I dont
want to walt so long for a letter, Remember us to all the relatives
there and My, Burrow and family when you see them.

William died 27th October with new monie. He was taken with a chill
on Wednesday morning & died the next Wednesday night. He lived 8 days,
A pain struck him at the heart in the evening after he was taken in the
morning & lasted all night. The doctor stoped it with morphine as soon as
he got here, That was about sun up the next morning. The fever gave
way the Sth Day & we thought he was getting well, His mouth cleared up
well and he was doing wery (well} as we all thought until about one
mimite before he di:gg. I recon a paih struck him at his heart and
stoped his treath. He tried 3 times to catch his treath. He ne.er
strugled. He told me all the time he would not get well. William
has been satisfied ever sime before we left there that he would not

live to se his children o« He did not fear death tut craved to
live to see them grown. ~— He talked a grate deal to me tefore he was
taken sick about me being away from my connections. He was afraid I would
tecome dissatisfied away here. He would talk atout how hard it would

be for me to make aliving theire & how much easier I could live here,

He knew I was satisfied when he was with me, He told me the day he died
that I had friends that would do as much for me as any of my comnection
could dos I can tell you that no body can know my grief until they have
had the trials that I have had. I recon things are not so bad it
what they could be worse, The children & myself had measels last May & I
relapsed with new money. I was 5 days that I had to be gurned in the
ted. The doctor t.ought that I would die. I did not think so, tat
William did. I was spared for the children's sake, I recon I am as
stout as ever, We have plenty to live on for om year, I have a man
by the name of Atrams to make a crop, He will clear 12 acres & I am to
hawe 1/2 that we make on it. I am to pay for splitting the rails, We
are going to plant it in cotton & he picks his 1/2 Cotton. I hawe 15
acres in wheat & we have L in barley., He has gone to Dallas with my
cotton mow. I had about 36 hundred in the seed, We have 15 or 20 acres
of old land to tend. I do not know what part of that he will get.

We have not made any kind of contract about ite Willlam thought more
of him than any man he knew., Brother Jim is very sick now. He has not
been alle to work since last May. The measels settled in his lungs. He
coughs very bade He cant live long unless he gets well soon. Mamy
has very good health. She has a yery pretty btebe. Jim sold his lamd

to cousin Rufe Stewart & cousin Chip Dodson. Mary & family will get here
about the 9th of Jamary, She willssettld 1 and 1/2 miles below us on
Boons Creeke I do wish some of you would come to see us, If you was
to see this country you would te shure to move, Here a man can put

S0 acres in ciiltivation & have it as easy as he can 10 there & then it

e ver wares out, I will write when we set a time for the funeral to

be preached & I want some of you to come if you will come I will wait
until next summer, I have not dore anything toward administeringe
William did not want it adminstered on but if it had to be done to do

it myself, __ I am going to see a lawyer about ite His name is Newton.
He is a baptist preacher., He helped to hold the protracted meeting
last summer here, '
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William thought he was the smartest man he ever saw & the best preacher.

He 1s a Mason and a Grager. I have commenced to join the Grangers.

I have not gone through. I will close for topighte The children have
company and they are making all-the fuss they can, Lizzie is fat and harty
and spoilt

This is the 19th. I dated my letter rong last Sunday.
I have been away from home all the week. I stayed with Jim as long
as he lived, He died Thursday night, He was in his right mind as long
as he lived, He talked a grate deal atout dieing. He was prepared
for death, When we told him the doctor said he could not live he
sayd he wished he could sing, & sung there is a lanl of pleasure where
the streams of Joy forever roll &ec. He sung L lines & then quit.
Mary is coming back there as soon as she can get off & she can tell you all
atout everything, I am pestered so bad T cant write. Cousin Jim Dodson
& family got to my house Friday. They moved into Jims house this
morninge Mary has moved into a house close to Mr. Kings, She wants
10 live with me until she could get off, but the neighbors talked us out
of staylng together, Jim I want you to write soon as you get this and
let me know how you are getting along & whether you have collected any
money or not. I am owing more than I can paye wWilliam's burying
clothes & coffin cost $39.12 & the doctor bill is $60,00, That is all
I amowirg. I have sold my cotton at 1l and' 1/2 cents. I had $70.00
left after buying me some groceries. My tax will be atout $20,00.
I have hogs a plenty to iake my meat. I have 16 head of cattle includinz
the oxonse I have mt 1 mare, the other one dieds I have 29 head besiues m
my mee? hogs, I will close. Godd by. I want you all to pray for me
that I may be ahle to train my dulldren right. We are all well, Fanny
says tell you she 1is well satisfied here. Tell all to write,

"As brave a man as ever buckled on a sword. He was killed a few
days before the 'Blow.-up'. He had never made a profession of
religion, but sometime before he was killed, he bought himself
a Testament , and when he was not on duty, he was reading it.
Every evening at roll call, he would have us sing. One evening
after we had sung, Fleming rsmarked: !'Boys I will never get out
of these ditches alivet, I said to him 'Why, Lieutenant, T
thought you would be the last man to give up'. 10ht he says,
'T dont expect to give it up, but you will see I wi}l never get
out of here alive'!, He was never known to dodge a bullet or
shell. About a minute after this conversation the Yanks opened
fire on us with 3 mortars ...the ones that Gracies Dam after-
wards drowned outeee and lieut Fleming ran and kneeled down
by the bresstworks, and the second shot, a 36 pound shell
struck him on the head and tore it completely off... the first
time he was ever kmown to dodge from a bullet or shell. I
always wished to ask him what token he had of his death. We
had all for sometime mdticed the change in him, tut felt a
deMfy in saying amything to him about it."

Dear Companion, This morning finds me well as usual, still in the
ditches near our former position. Nothing strange has occured since
I last wrote you, therefore I cant promise to interest you with the
news, There has been some hard fighting up here, but thank God we
did not get in on it, They have been fighting on the right and left,
but our position on the line was a very important one and we were mot
taken out. They fought on our right 3 days some 2 or 3 miles from us
but there was very little accomplshed on either side further than a
great many lives lost. They now occupy atout the same ground, toth
sides, as tefore the pights so I consider that there is nothing gained.
Yy either on the right. They 3lso fought on the left up at Richmond
about the same time. The Yankeys gained some on us thdre. They took
Fort Harison & several guns & held it and our men charged it twice but
failed each time to carry the Fort, Our loss was severe. Things is
quiet now but cant remain so long. There will be a change shortly I
think & what will be the result I cant say but I have my notion. There
is one thing I sincerely hope that they may fight it out without me.

I want to stay rite here while they are fighting & I think 1t would be
right. We was put here on the worst part of the line & we have done
more work than any three brigades on the line and lost half the rigade
and I think we ought to stay here, They shell us and sharpshoot yets
Company "D" lost a man night before last by a shell, It tore him all
to peaces, We have been looking for the Yankeys to charge #s here

tut we are so well fixed they will meet with a warm reception if they
come, Biddy I received your letter of the 11th Sept several days since.
I was glad to hear from yim, & that you was getting along well, & that
Sister Ann was mending &ce

I hope that this may come to your hand & find you all
enjoying the best of health. I am Jooking for a letter from you. I
havent had it one since the Captain returmed, You said my boots was
done. I hope you will have an opportunity of sending them shortly for
I have to be in mud over my shoes very often.

The oyes of our settlement that are here are well,
but Brother James is very btad off with Rheumatism ... his leg and hip.
He cant get about at all. I went out amd staid with him yesterday part
of the day, His general health is tetter than it was sometime ago
btut he is in a fiz that he will not be able for anything this winter,

He is going to make application to go before the examining board for the ~wrx
purpose of being retired, tt it is undertain about their doing anything

for him They are so mean, Whitesides went before the board the other

day and they returnmed him for duty and said there was nothing the matter

with him and everbpdy knows he hasnt been atle to do duty for two years

that knows anything about him & they do James the same way. I hope they

will treat him with justice. If they do, they will send him home,

bur it is hard for a man to gdt justice heres

Biddy I tried to get some money yesterday. I got
one months wages $80,00 & I owed part of it. I will send you some
the first chance, I tried to get more but could not, They owe me a
rite smart, but it seems like it is a matter to get them to pay ite
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You said you had saved emuf of fodder to do youk that you had a fine
crop of corn, peas, potatoes & you dont know how glad I am to here

that you are doing so wells ;. It 15 about time to sow wheet. You ought
to sow a right smart. Perhaps I will get home in time to cart it, if

I ever do, and I hope I will. Tt has been just 12 months to the day
sime I left home. I do hope.I will not have to stay out another 12
more, but it is a gloomy prospect for peace at this time. I will tell
you one thing, it will b long, so I may never live to see this thing
ended but those that do will see there will never be 2 govermments in
peace with each other out of the old United States. It will bte a
contimious war fair while they remain separate. They cant subjucate us
bub they can fight us a hundred years & why not fix it up. I do hope
apd telieve they will make an effort to bring about peace soon.. Biddy
I do hope that I will get home again, I study a great deal about you
and the children. When I am in such a dangerous place, but God is

able to protect us. I will put my trust in Him & I am sure he is all
my truzt, yet he may see fit in his Ppovidence to take me off, but if
80, I have a hope for a better world than this & I have the gratest
hope of seelrg you there, 50 let us all live rite that me may not be
afraid to die at any time. I will have to close for want of space by
saying I hope to see you again soon so I shall ewer remember, Yours.

I have heard from James, He says James is very
bad off, not atle to get up & eéxpressed a fear that he would never be
alile to get about again, laut I hope he will get better shortly & get
to come home. He said he has good fair. I think if he gets able
to be up & goes before an examining board, they will certainly retire
him. I, wi{ll give you his address as he has a bad chance to write.
You may/&e a letter from him, Direct letter to him at Howard Grove
Hospital Ward "C" Gracies Division, Richmemd, Virginia.
(On reverse side of note) .
Tell Puss I will send James letters to him that came in mine. I will
close. I hope to hear from you again seon. You must do the best you
can & I will do the same., Give my love to all relatives & inquiring friend:
I hope God will bless us all & help us to meet again, that we may enjoy
His Ylessings together, and that when we are done with this world, that
we may meet in Heaven where there will be no mere parting. Se I remain
