She had 3
horses, 2 milch cows, 2 oxen, 3 head of cattle, 14 sheep, 14
swine, and raised 14 bu. wheat, 500 bu. oats, 30 bales of
cotton, 75 bu. sweet potatoes, and slaughtered $10.00 worth of
Tivestock.

door. Barbary is 63, F, House keep, real estate value $160.
Personal property $573. This shows the place of birth of she
and Susan as SC. Susan(nah) is 34, Aaron, still at home, is 19.

By 1870, Census of Fayette Co., Al. p. 485, Barbary is
74, F, again born in NC, land $400. and personal property $100.
Susannah is age 43 and still single and at home.

The 1870 Agricultural Census of Fayette Co., AL T17 RI13W
lists Barbary Holliman, 2 improved acres and 38 unimproved
valued at $25. She has no horses or mules, 2 milk cows, 2
cattle, 2 swine. Value of livestock $50. She raised 80 bu. corn
and 1/2 ton of hay. Total production $125. which ain’t bad for
a girl of 74.

Barbary was probably dead by 1880, not appearing in the
census.

Will of John Walters. In the name of God, Amen. I John Walters of
Richmond County being sick and weak but of perfect sense and memory thanks be
to God. Therefore calling unto mind the mortality of my body and knowing that
it is appointed for all men once to die do make and ordain this to be my last
will and testament in the manner and form following. In primis. I give and
bequeath unto my son George Walters all my posessions of land in Richmond
County to him and his heirs forever. I also give my son George Walters four
negroes which is Dick, Sinai, Gift and Aaron with what is remaining before
given in a bill of sale and if my son George Walters will not equally divide my
personal estate between my four children hereafter mentioned then to pay unto
Pamela Shepherd 40 pounds Nancy Walters 40 pounds Eunice Walters 40 pounds and
John Walters 20 pounds out of his part of the estate, Item. I give and bequeath
to my daughter Pamela Shepherd one negro woman named Jude and forty pounds in
gold or silver to be paid by her brother George Walters. Item. I give and
bequeath unto my daughter Nancy Walters one negro girl named Lucy with 40
pounds in gold or silver to be paid by her brother George Walters with what is
remaining before being given in a bill of sale. Item. I give and bequeath to my
daughter Eunice Walters one negro girl named Molly with forty pounds in gold or
silver to be paid by her brother George Walters with what is remaining before
given in a bill of sale. Item. I give and bequeath unto my youngest son John
Walters three negroes, Frank, Tabb and Billy with 20 pounds in gold or silver
to be paid by his brother George Walters.

My desire is that what debts is due from or to my estate may equally divided
between my five children George Walters, Pamela Shepherd, Nancy Walters, Eunice
Walters and John Walters. I do appoint Jacob Shepherd and George Walters
Executors of this my last will and testament disannuling all other in witness
whereof I have set my hand and seal this thirteenth day of June 1781. John
Walters (Seal) Signed, sealed and delivered in the presence of John Bostick,
James Bostick, Samson Sellers.
